One part of the premises will be administrative and publicly accessible, the other part will be service premises with access for employees only.
The client's wish is to set an example in environmental friendliness and water management. The operational complex of Povodí Vltavy in Strakonice should be a model of sustainable construction not only for the public sector.
The estimated investment costs of the project are CZK 85 million without VAT.
The requirements for the solution of the subject of the competition are defined in Annex P.01 Competition Brief and are set as recommended.
